Uno de los feligreses de la Parroquia Christ
Our Savior Catholic Church recientemente tomé
medidas basadas en su comprensiéon del Tema de
la Doctrina Social Catélica de SOLIDARIDAD que
establece: ".

La feligrés informé que: "Recientemente
invitamos a Pete Callahan que venga a dar a
nuestro Ministerio de Vida, Justicia y Paz una
presentacion sobre “Wells of Life” (Pozos de Vida).
Se perforan pozos de agua en Uganda en que se
usan materiales simples y duraderos, facil de usar
para cualquiera de los aldeanos. En Uganda las
mujeres y los nifios tienen que caminar muchos
kilbmetros para conseguir agua potable. A menudo,
las personas beben agua insalubre y por eso,
sufren enfermedades del agua. Estos pozos no
s6lo dan agua potable, sino que también permiten
a los nifios ir a la escuela porque ya no tienen que
pasar sus dias caminando largas distancias para
conseguir agua, y luego tener que llevar los
recipientes de agua pesada de vuelta a casa ".

"Tuve la suerte en el trabajo de recibir un
premio monetario, he usado esto como capital
inicial para luego comprar un pozo. “Wells of Life”
coloca una placa en el el pozo con una inscripcién.
Mi marido murié hace 3 afos, tuve la oportunidad
de tenerlo inscrito en su memoria y que incluye un
versiculo de la Biblia. Es una sensacion increible
ser capaz de ayudar a miles de personas obtener
agua potable y ayudar para a los nifios puedan ir a
la escuela todo por $ 6,000.00 ".

Catholic Social Teaching in Action

Catholic Social Teaching is mainly demonstrated by
action — “Even so faith, if it has no works, is dead,
being by itself.” James 2-18

One of Christ Our Savior Catholic Church
parishioners recently took action based on her
understanding of the Catholic Social Teaching
Theme of SOLIDARITY that states: “We are one
human family, whatever our national, racial, ethnic,
economic, and ideological differences.” The Church
speaks of a “universal” common good that reaches
beyond our nation’s borders to the global
community. SOLIDARITY recognizes that the fates
of the peoples of the earth are linked. SOLIDARITY
requires richer nations to aid poorer nations to aid
poorer ones, commands respect for different
cultures, demands justice in international relation-
ships, and calls on all nations to live in peace with
one another.

The parishioner reported that: “Recently we
had Pete Callahan come speak to our Life, Justice
& Peace Ministry about the Wells Of Life
charity. They drill water wells in Uganda and use
simple long lasting, easy to use materials so any of
the villagers can work them. In Uganda the women
and children have to walk many miles to get safe
water. Often people drink unsafe water then get
diseases from it. These wells not only give safe
water, but also enable the children to go to school
since they are no longer spending their days
walking somewhere to get water, then having to
carry the heavy water containers back home”.

“l was fortunate at work to be given a
monetary award, | used this as seed money to then
purchase a well. Wells of Life places a plague on
the well that you can have inscribed. My husband
died 3 years ago, | was able to have it inscribed in
his memory and including a Bible verse. It's an
incredible feeling to be able to help thousands of
people get safe water and help children be able to
go to school all for $6,000.00.”

The
woman who anoints Jesus acts prophetically in
a way that the other disciples do not yet grasp.
Anointing is for priests, prophets, and kings,
and also for the preparation of the dead. It is
for healing and for holiness. Her action
acknowledges the imminent events of the
passion and death of the Lord, and points to-
ward his resurrection and triumph over evil and
death. He is priest and victim, prophet and
God, King and Lord. All these things are
acknowledged in her prophetic anointing.

TREASURES FROM TRADITION

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

Is today “Palm Sunday” or “Passion Sunday”?
Though now known officially as Palm Sunday of the
Passion of the Lord, confusion is understandable,
since before the 1969 reform of the calendar two
separate Sundays bore these titles. Passion
Sunday was a week before Palm Sunday. To add
to the confusion, the Gospel accounts of the
Passion of the Lord were not read on Passion
Sunday, but on Palm Sunday! On Passion Sunday,
the cross and statues were veiled in full purple
drapes. The organ had fallen silent at the beginning
of Lent, and now the sanctuary bells were replaced
by wooden clappers. The introit (opening chant) for
the old Mass of Passion Sunday hints at a reason
for reform: “Do me justice, O God, and fight my fight
against a faithless people” (Psalm 42). This liturgy
was laden with references to the “infidelity” of the
Jews, a theme that gave rise to inflammatory
preaching and, in some places, attacks against the
persons and property of the Jewish people. This
does not stand as a “treasure” of any sort in our
tradition. Our authentic tradition, rather, is the ability
to reflect and repent and to seek reconciliation with
the Jews, our brothers and sisters in the love and
service of God.

El Domingo de Ramos o Domingo de Ramos es
una solemnidad extrafia en el calendario cristiano.
Al conmemorar la entrada triunfal de Jesus en
Jerusalén, la Iglesia nos recuerda lo facil que es
darle la espalda a Jesus. Las misas de este
domingo, cuando se celebran de acuerdo a las
normas, comienzan en la calle, fuera del templo, en
el mundo. Alli se proclama el Evangelio de la
entrada a Jerusalén, se bendicen los ramos o
palmas, luego, con cantos alegres y llenos de
hosannas los fieles entran al templo para continuar
con la celebracioén de la misa, en la cual, la lectura
de la Pasién tiene un lugar prominente.

La lectura de la Pasion esta dividida entre el
narrador, Jesus, los personajes de la Pasion y el
pueblo. De nuevo, si la misa se celebra propiamente,
desde sus bancas, los fieles proclaman las palabras
del pueblo, gritando: “jCrucifiquenlo!”

Los dos evangelios de este domingo nos
recuerdan lo facil que es abandonar al Sefior. Los
mismos cristianos que afuera del Templo le
cantaban hosanna piden su muerte dentro del
Templo. Los mismos que en la calle le celebraban
con ramos, lo coronan con espinas en el santuario.
