La oposicion al suicidio médicamente
asistido no viene solo de religiosos y gente
conservadora. Otros que se oponen son grupos
gue se preocupan por, y tienen que ver con, los
derechos de los discapacitados y de edad
avanzada, médicos, cuidados paliativos, los
derechos civiles y grupos de defensa del paciente.

Esta propuesta es especialmente peligrosa
para los mas vulnerables de nuestra poblacion. Los
pobres, los discapacitados, los enfermos cronicos y
los ancianos, que pueden ser presionados para
terminar su vida a causa de los gastos médicos y
de la "carga” para seres queridos.

Si hay un "derecho al suicidio asistido,"
¢por qué es que el derecho restringido solo a
aquellos que son enfermos terminales? ¢ Qué pasa
con las personas mayores gue estan disminuyendo
lentamente debido a "la edad "? La persona que
esta deprimida, desmoralizada o en la
desesperacion, o simplemente cansada de la vida y
esta sola? La propuesta inicial pone salvaguardias
en torno a la practica de suicidio asistida médica -
gue tenga 6 meses de vida, siendo mas de 18
afos, que tiene la capacidad mental, etc., pero la
facilidad de estas restricciones se iran erosionando
lentamente una vez que el derecho fundamental a
la asistencia el suicidio es la ley, es algo muy real
y peligroso. Esto se ha demostrado en los Paises
Bajos, Bélgica, Washington y Oregon.

SENATE BILL 128

WHO OPPOSES THE PROPOSED PHYSICIAN
ASSISTED SUICIDE LAW AND WHY?

The opposition to physician assisted suicide
does not come just from religious and conservative
people. Others opposed are groups who care for,
and are concerned with, the rights of the disabled
and elderly, and medical experts, hospice, civil
rights and patient advocacy groups.

This proposal is especially dangerous for
the most vulnerable in our population. The poor, the
disabled, the chronically ill, and the elderly, who
may be pressured to end their lives because of
medical expenses and their “burden” on
loved-ones.

If there is a “right to assisted suicide,” why is that
right restricted only to those who are terminally ill?
What about the elderly who are slowly declining
due to “age related” issues?

The person who is depressed, demoralized
or in despair, or just tired of life and alone? The
initial proposal erects safeguards around the prac-
tice of physician assisted suicide--having 6 months
to live, being over 18, having mental capacity,
etc., but the ease of these restrictions being slowly
chipped away once the basic right to assisted
suicide is law, are very real and dangerous. This
has been shown in the Netherlands, Belgium,
Washington and Oregon.

Did you know that one of the groups
spearheading this senate bill, the “Hemlock
Society,” has changed their name to “Compassion
and Choices,” and claim that this is “not really
suicide” because the taking of a deadly drug is
nonviolent and peaceful?

TREASURES FRO

With June not far off, attention in the parish
turns to the celebration of weddings. Perhaps no
other area of parish life is more shaped or
challenged by the expectations of our culture. An
old Irish proverb, “Marry in Lent and you're soon to
repent,” is amplified by another warning: “Marry in
May and rue the day!” Memories of old pagan
parties in May endured, and the Irish felt wedding
receptions in May would be a stress on community
morals. Queen Victoria did not approve of May
weddings either, and her influence is still felt on
family calendars, as is her daughter’s introduction
of the white wedding gown. Sometimes we
mistake customs and curiosities for tradition.

Tradition with a capital “T” has to do with
Christ’'s miraculous rescue of the wedding feast at
Cana, his affirmation of a man and woman pledging
lifelong fidelity at the heart of a community’s feast.
The Church cherished that memory over time, but it
took a millennium for us to think of marriage as a
sacrament. Much of the rest of what we associate
with weddings has to do with culture, customs, and
family practices. A wise rabbi once said that
“tradition is not wearing your father’s hat; tradition is
having a child.” Don’t let Queen Victoria reign over
your wedding plans!
